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FINAN TO PETRA JORDAN TREK
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The Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan is a land of mesmerizing beauty and contrasts, from the fertile and ever changing Jordan Valley to the remote, immense and still desert canyons. Visitors can explore desert castles, gaze in awe at the haunting wilderness of Wadi Rum, or bathe in the restful waters of the Red Sea. Jordan is a kingdom steeped in history and culture, with a rich heritage of ancient civilisations long since passed. Our journey from Finan to Petra passes through lavish green valleys, steppe, and beautiful mountain landscapes before finally arriving at the magnificent Rose city of Petra. 
OUTLINE ITINERARY 

DAY 1 - UK – AMMAN 

We board our international flights to Jordan. On arrival in Amman at just after midnight (subject to flight schedules) we are met by our venture leader for the short coach transfer to our hotel. 

Transfer: 30 minutes 

Accommodation: Hotel 

DAY 2 - AMMAN – MANSURA 

After breakfast we transfer by bus over the King’s Way and visit Mt Nebo where the prophet Moses looked over the Promised Land. We take lunch at the Crusader Castle of Kerak before continuing to drive South, taking in views over the magnificent Wadi Araba before reaching Shaubak in the afternoon. If time allows we can visit the castle before arriving at Mansura where we have a short walk to our camp. 

Transfer: 4.5 hours 

Trek: 30 minutes 

Accommodation: Camping Meal Plan: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner 

DAY 3 - MANSURA – FINAN 

Today we trek along the Shara Mountains. The barren landscape suddenly changes as we enter Wadi Daphna with its hot springs and Palm trees. After lunch we hike down the valley passing palms, reed and oleander bushes that blossom in the spring.  The valley opens up at Finan, where the remains of a Roman water system and an ancient copper mine can be visited.

Trek: 10km (6 hours) 

Accommodation: Camping Meal Plan: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner 

DAY 4 - FINAN - EL FORN 

Our trek follows the outskirts of the Shara Mountains and through the Wadi Arabia, which is like a small steppe with scattered Acacia trees. After lunch the trail enters a small canyon and follows Wadi Barwas uphill through a green valley until we reach camp at El Forn. 

Trek: 13-15km (6 hours) 

Accommodation: Camping Meal Plan: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner 

DAY 5 - EL FORN – GABURAL AL WAHEIDAT

We hike into Wadi Feith with its all year round running stream and turn down into Wadi Sahawa. The trail then heads up to our lunch spot at Tabqa Agla. After lunch we take a Bedouin trail with beautiful views over Wadi Arabia to Gabural al Waheidat. 

Trek: 13-15km (7 hours) 

Accommodation: Camping Meal Plan: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner 

DAY 6 - GABURAL AL WAHEIDAT – EL MAISRA 

We hike to El Farsh where the cultivated fields indicate that we are getting closer to civilisation. After lunch we climb down through a wild valley and past sandstone cliffs to Little Petra, giving the first taste of the amazing Nabatean culture. We also visit the Neolithic village of al Baidah before reaching our camp at El Maisra. 

Trek: 13-15km (7 hours) 

Accommodation: Camping Meal Plan: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner 

DAY 7 - PETRA 

We have the whole day to explore Petra including the monastery, theatre, byzantine churches and the Khazane (treasury). We leave the site through the famous Siq-canyon to reach our hotel where we celebrate our achievements over dinner.

Time to trek through and explore Petra: 6 hours 

Accommodation: Hotel Meal Plan: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner

DAY 8 - RETURN TO THE UK 

We transfer to Amman airport for our return to the UK arriving the same day (subject to flight schedules).

During the second half of the second century BC and down to the year 63 BC, the history of Jordan was linked to the history of the Nabataeans, an ancient trading people. Their capital city was Petra, the meeting centre of the trade routes coming from the Persian Gulf, Western Arabia, and the Red Sea.
